We are also discovering how systems work and how they are 

different. Moreover, we are using our thinking skills as we engage in 

experiences that help us improve our spatial awareness and safety 

measures. During this unit, we are developing our knowledgeable 

and inquirer profiles. 

 

English Language  
     

We are using language to communicate with increasing 

fluency for a variety of purposes. We are becoming aware of 

familiar visual texts and using suitable shapes, colors, and 

symbols to make presentations. In addition, we are reading an 

increasing number of sight words and words around us. We are 

also recognizing sound-symbol relationships and beginning to 

apply reliable phonetic strategies when decoding print. Finally, 

in phonics, we are learning to: 

• Identify the sounds/p/, /n/ , /c/, /r/  the letters p, n, c, 

and r 

• Blend the sounds /a/ and /t/,  /a/ and /m/ , /a/ and /p/ 

to generate family words. 

 



Math 
In this unit, we will identify, describe, classify and sort 2D shapes (square, oval, 

triangle, circle, rectangle, ect…) and 3D shapes (cube, cylinder, sphere, 

rectangular prism). We will also be using positional words in order to describe 

the location of the object (above/below, over/under, forward/backward…). 

Moreover, we will practice reading numbers up till 30 , identifying number words 

(one, two, three, four, and five), recognizing events using ordinal numbers 1st, 

2nd, 3rd and 4rth,  and comparing quantities using the words more and less.
